Joseph L. Kenney, 85, of Solvay, passed away Thursday, July 25, 2024 at
home surrounded by his family. He was born in Syracuse to the late Joseph
and Marian (Penta) Kenney in 1938. Joe was a 1957 graduate of Solvay High
School and SUNY Morrisville with his Associates Degree in Horticulture. He
served with the Air National Guard of New York and the US Air Force, serving
with the 138th Tactical Squadron during the Berlin Recall from 1961-1962. He
owned and operated Kenney Landscaping since 1960. Joe loved restoring
vintage vehicles and was a longtime communicant of St. Marianne Cope
Parish-St. Cecilia Church. He obtained his private pilot’s license and flew his
own plane for many years.
